m Positions on the Court




Know the Players

= Have a copy of both the home and away
team’s roster

= Go over pronunciation with a SID or
Coach prior to airtime

m Don’t Call Numbers! - Call Names

= Mention hometown and any interesting
facts




Know the Rules

m Basic Rules

6 players on a team, 3 on the front row and 3 on the
back row

Maximum of three hits per side

Player may not hit the ball twice in succession (A
block is not considered a hit)

Ball may be played off the net during a volley and on
a serve

A ball hitting a boundary line is “in”




Know the Rules

m Basic Rules
s The ball is “out” if it hits...

o an antennae
the floor completely outside the court
any of the net or cables outside the antennae
the referee stand or pole

o the ceiling above a nonplayable area

» [tislegal to contact the ball with any part of a
players body

» Jt isillegal to catch, hold, or throw the ball




Know the Rules

m Basic Rules

A player can not block or attack a serve from on or
inside the 10 foot line (1pt)

After the serve, front line players may switch
positions at the net

It is illegal to touch the net with any part of your
body while the ball is in play (1pt)

It is a violation to step on or across the service line
as you make contact with a serve (1pt)

Failure to serve the ball over the net successfully

(Ipt)
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Score and Game

= Fans want to know:

Describe the Action

= Key Volleyball Terms:
Ace - A serve that results directly in a point

Block - A successful attempt by any front row player
to intercept the ball near the net that results in the
termination of the rally

Cross-Court Attack - An attack that is directed
diagonally from the point of attack.

Dig - Act of retrieving an attacked ball close to the
floor and making a successful pass

Dump - Usually performed by the setter, who
delivers the ball into the opponent's court on the
second contact.




Describe the Action

= Key Volleyball Terms Continued

Free Ball - Returning the ball to the opponent
without the intent to get a kill.

Jump Serve - A top spin serve delivered by a player
in midair.

Kill - An attack that results directly in a point or
sideout.

Set - A pass that puts the ball in place for a hitter to
attack.
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
